ALL-AMERICA CITY DESSERT

The City of Cottage Grove and the All-America City delegation will be hosting an All-America

City Dessert on Thursday, June 24, 2004 during the  �Concert in the Park �  in Coiner Park.  The

concert will begin at 6:30 pm.  During a break midway in the concert the delegation will unfurl

the community �s first All-America City banner and serve a light dessert for those in attendance.  

Everyone is invited to attend the concert and enjoy the performance of the local band, Windy

Ridge and to celebrate the community �s All-America City award.  The All-America City dessert

is the first celebration of the community �s All-America City designation since the delegation

returned from the competition in Atlanta.  Additional celebrations are being planned in

conjunction with Bohemia Mining Days and The Western Oregon Exposition with a community

wide celebration planned for later this summer.   For more information about the All-America

City Award and celebrations please visit the City of Cottage Grove �s web page at:

The City of Cottage Grove was designated as an All-America City Finalist in April along with 29

other communities from around the country.  Over 600 communities began the application



process with only 48 successfully completing the applications.  Forty citizens from the Cottage

Grove community attended the All-America City competition in Atlanta, Georgia.  The final

piece of the competition was a 10-minute presentation made by the delegation before a panel of

judges.

After evaluating the applications, community visits and the presentation of all thirty finalist cities

the judges choose ten as All-America Cities.  Cottage Grove joins the following nine other

communities as 2004 All-America Cities: Stockton, CA; Pembroke Pines, FL; Evansville, IN;

Montevideo, MN; Concord, NC; Springfield, OH; Hidalgo, TX; Spokane, WA; and Philippi,

WV.  

This is the second All-America City designation the City of Cottage Grove has received.  The

first award was given in 1968.  The only other city in Oregon that has received the All-America

City award more than once is Salem, which also received the award twice.  No Oregon city has

won the award since 1989 when Florence and Newport brought home the honors.  
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
